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Final Public Meeting on Gorham Corridor Study March 22

Study shows focused development, increased transit services and selected road improvements will improve region’s economic future

A Public Meeting to hear feedback on the final recommendations of the Gorham East-West Corridor Feasibility Study will take place March 22 from 6-8 pm at Westbrook High School in the Council Chambers room.

The study has proposed a “three-legged stool” approach to the growing traffic congestion on major corridors west of Portland, using more careful development practices, an increase in public transit, and selected road improvements. The study has shown that it will take all three solutions to preserve mobility and safety and protect quality of life, major contributions to keeping this fast-growing area economically viable. Fully 70% of the population, housing and job growth in the state is projected to occur in Cumberland and York counties over the next 25 years, which already experiences some of the worst traffic congestion in the state.

The core study area includes Gorham, Westbrook, Scarborough and South Portland; surrounding communities including Portland, Buxton, Hollis and Standish have also been actively involved
Representatives from all these communities have been active in the study, funded by the Maine Turnpike Authority and the Maine Department of Transportation.

The public, including business owners in these communities and other interested persons, are encouraged to attend the meeting, ask questions and make comments.
